BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

DECEMBER 14, 2009


The Routt College Corporation Board of Directors meeting was held on Monday, December 14, 2009 at 6:00 P.M. in the Sister Stella Marie Media Center.    Those present were:  Gail Eck, Father Ken Venvertloh, Gale Thoroman, Barbara Gross, Pat Kennedy, Jeff Haley, Jamie Cosgriff, Diane Seufert, Wendy Easton, Kathy Langdon, Dude Wildrick and Katie Hembrough.  Also, present was Spanish teacher, Leslie Denny.


Gail Eck opened the meeting with a prayer.


Leslie Denny made a presentation to the board regarding the Spanish classes that she teaches at Routt Catholic High School.


Treasurer Jeff Haley presided over the meeting, in the absence of President Mike Hankins. 


Father Ken Venvertloh made a motion to approve the minutes from the November 16, 2009 meeting minutes, seconded by Kathy Langdon and the motion passed.

Diane Seufert reported on the Capital Campaign.   Diane asked the board members to spread the word to vote at U.S. Cellular for $100,000 drawing.


Jeff Haley requested that the board support the Capital Campaign and the Annual Fund.


Gale Thoroman reported that the Building and Grounds Committee will have to meet before the next board meeting to address several issues.


Gale Thoroman said that Mrs. Kerwin will make a presentation regarding a mission trip at the next meeting.


Gale Thoroman said that the 1999 Mini-Van bus has arrived for the price of $12,000.  The bus has been lettered.  The second bus will be delivered between Christmas and New Years.  Also, Beardstown has two 65 passenger buses for sell and they will sell to us for the price they would receive if they trade in.  The high bid is $6,000 and the other is $4,000.  Until the second bus arrives, Gale recommended retaining the two seven passenger vans.  Gale has three bids on the vans.  The board agreed that when the second bus arrives, Gale should sell the vans.

Gale Thoroman reported that three of the cameras in the hallways are operational.  The Gradebook selection is in the process.  There will be a recommendation by the next board meeting.  


The ISPD convocation will be held Monday, January 18th 8:00 A.M. to 4:00 P.M.  Jeff Haley reported that the invitations were sent to the parents and invitations are being sent to many others.  There has also been advertising.   Jeff Haley encouraged the Board of Directors to attend the Convocation.


Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to adopt the school policy concerning social networking, seconded by Gail Eck and the motion passed.


Gale Thoroman requested consideration of payment for additional work time for enhancement of the website.  Katie Hembrough made a motion to approve the payment for additional work time for the enhancement of the website, seconded by Gail Eck and the motion passed.

There was discussion concerning bullying and the consequences of bullying.  The board agreed that there should be a Campaign for Anti-Bullying and Respect Others as ongoing education for students.  Gale Thoroman said that the program will be presented to the students in January or February.    Jeff Haley will meet with Lisa Hall to discuss bullying.  Gale Thoroman will address bullying with the parents at the Parent Orientation Meeting at the beginning of the next school year.   The school will take the stand that we will not tolerate bullying.  Also, there should be discussion during religion class to treat one another with respect and inclusion.

Gale Thoroman has requested a different method of co-signing of checks.  At the present time, Gale will contact a member of the Executive Session to come to Routt to co-sign.  This will be discussed again.

There was discussion for the purchase of rock for the junior parking lot due to sinking and settling at an estimated cost of $500. This was referred to the Building and Grounds Committee.


There was discussion of Christmas bonus for employees.  Gail Eck made a motion to approve a Christmas bonus for employees, seconded by Wendy Easton and the motion passed.

Gale Eck made a motion to pay the payroll on December 22nd instead of December 28th, Wendy Easton seconded and the motion passed.


Gale Thoroman presented the Routt Athletic Department Profit & Loss.


Dude Wildrick reported that Routt currently has a policy that only juniors and seniors will be allowed to enroll in dual credit classes.   A sophomore that would like to take the Lincoln Land Theatre Class offered at Triopia High School.  Katie Hembrough made a motion to approve the waiver for the sophomore that would like to take the Lincoln Land Theatre Class at Triopia, seconded by Gail Eck and the motion passed.



The students of the month for November were:  Samantha Heimgartner, Ashley Ketcham, Gil Maruna and Daniel Coop.  Patrick Doyle and Morgan Eilering were named Illinois State Scholars.


Fifty percent of the winter heating expense was locked in at a rate over forty percent below last year’s average rate (natural gas).  Meyer Roofing repaired a small leak in the flashing between the flat roof and the dome roof.


The board sent a thank you card to the Triopia School District as a token of appreciation for the generous loan of a bus for the football game at Tuscola.


Carter Pruitt has requested to enter the IHSA state series in bowling.  Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to approve Carter Pruitt to enter the IHSA state series in bowling, Gail Eck seconded and the motion passed.  An anonymous person has volunteered to pay the fee.


Kathy Langdon made a motion to move into closed session, seconded by Gail Eck and the motion passed.


 After returning from closed session, Gail Eck made a motion to approve termination of Doug Barnard as technology coordinator and hire Dan Nash as technology coordinator, Kathy Langdon seconded and the motion passed.

Kathy Langdon made motion to re-hire Rich Smith, Dee Arendt, Pat Gibson and Nate Graham and to hire John Hebb as head track coach for 2010, Jamie Cosgriff seconded and the motion passed.
