BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

JANUARY 11, 2010


The Routt College Corporation Board of Directors meeting was held on Monday, January 11, 2010 at 6:00 P.M. in the Sister Stella Marie Library/ Media Center.  Those present were:  Gale Thoroman, Dude Wildrick, Mike Bartlett, Linda Curtis, Barb Zeller Gross, Wendy Easton, Mike Hankins, Jim Burke, Shayne Bimm, Gale Eck, Katie Hembrough, Father Ken Venvertloh and Kathy Langdon.  Also, present were the following:  Matt Sundvos, Kurt Gwillim, Roger Leach, Pat Garde and Maria Kerwin.


Dude Wildrick opened the meeting with a prayer.


Jim Burke made a motion to move into executive session, Shane Bimm seconded and the motion passed.

 
After returning from Executive Session, Mara Kerwin made a presentation to the Routt Board members.  She distributed information regarding a service trip that she would like for the students at Routt to participate in.  The trip proposal is to St. Bernard Parish in New Orleans on Monday, June 7th to Monday, June 14th.  The board directed Mrs. Kerwin will gather more information.  After receiving more information, the board will discuss the trip at the February meeting.


Mrs. Kerwin reported that Kyle Holtgrave from the Diocese of Springfield held a meeting regarding the Right to Life trip to Washington, D.C.  There are 14 students attending, with possibly two more students interested.   The cost of the trip is $350.00.  There was a pizza card fundraiser and some students worked at Illinois College as a fundraiser.


President Hankins asked for approval of the December 14th Board of Directors meeting minutes.  Mike Bartlett made the motion to approve the December 14, 2009 meeting minutes, with Shane Bimm seconding and the motion passed. 


Mike Bartlett is currently reviewing the by-laws and the policies.

Gale Thoroman reported that he received a letter from an attorney stating that Mary Rose Costello left Routt $10,000.  

Gale Thoroman said that both mini-buses are at Routt.  The buses are in good condition and both are lettered now.  

Gale is still investigating the larger bus that was under consideration. 


The use of Common Goal as the RCHS computer data systems provider for the 2010-2011 was discussed.   The cafeteria will also use the system.  Gale will keep the board informed.


The ISPD Convocation will be held Monday, January 18, 2010 from 8 a.m. to 4 p.m.   Mike Hankins asked the Board of Directors to attend the Convocation.

The two seven passenger vans will be sold, as soon as the tournament is over.  



West County Associates will make two one hour presentations to the Routt students on bullying prevention.  There is a grant that will cover the costs of the presentations.  Jeff Haley is working with Lisa Hall in prevention of bullying. 


The junior parking lot will be discussed at the Building and Grounds meeting.


The participation fee for the dance team members and a participation fee for cheerleaders who participate in both the fall and winter season was discussed.  Mike Bartlett made a motion to for $20 fee for the dance team members that are not cheerleaders, seconded by Shane Bimm and the motion passed.


Gail Eck made a motion to move into Executive Session, seconded by Barbara Gross and the motion passed.  After returning from Executive Session, Mike Bartlett made a motion to hire Mary Doyle as assistant basketball coach, with a stipend of$1000, seconded by Gail Eck and the motion passed.  Jim Burke made a motion to hire Dan Nash as the Technology Coordinator $50 per hour, not to exceed $20,000 per year, seconded by Linda Curtis and the motion passed.   Gale Thoroman will offer a contact to Dan effective January 1, 2010.


Dude Wildrick presented the PLAN test results to the Board of Directors.  Gale Thoroman will receive information regarding the analysis of the tests results.

Gale Thoroman and Jeff Haley presented a budget to date.  


The 2010-2011 school year curriculum changes were discussed.  Gale made a proposal that zoology, botany, forensic science, and others to be added to the curriculum.  He will present these choices to the students and determine the interest in the classes.  The class size will be a minimum of 6 – 8 students.


The board considered rental of the two school mini-buses to the senior class for the senior class trip to Chicago during May.  The board recommended researching alternative transportation.

Jim Burke asked for full support, by the Board, of the Capital Campaign.


The students of the month for December were:  2010 – Phillip Peredo; 2011 – Tyler Schmidt; 2012 – Darcy Arendt; 2013 – Joanna Gross.


The Triopia-Routt play will be held at Green Pastures on April 22, 23 and 24, 2010.

Jim Burke made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Shane Bimm and the motion passed.
