BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

JUNE 14, 2010


The Routt College Corporation Board of Directors meeting was held on Monday, June 14, 2010 at 6:00 p.m. in the Routt library.  Those present were:  Mike Bartlett, Jamie Cosgriff, Jim Burke, Katie Hembrough, Gale Thoroman, Linda Curtis, Diane Seufert, Pat Kennedy, Barbara Gross, Kathy Langdon, Angie Grant and Wendy Easton.   Also present was Carl Meunier, Routt Catholic student.

Linda Curtis opened the meeting with a prayer.


Vice President Jim Burke asked for a motion to approve the previous meeting minutes.  Mike Bartlett made a motion to approve the May 11th regular meeting and May 25th special meeting minutes, seconded by Kathy Langdon and the motion passed.


Jim Burke asked if there were any special announcements regarding the different committee reports.  There was discussion regarding the by-laws.  This item was tabled for further evaluation, as  Mike Bartlett will consult with Bob Bonjean.


Carl Meunier, student at Routt Catholic and member of Boy Scout Troop #125 from Ashland, made a presentation requesting to tear down a wall on the stage of the Martha Routt Room and renovate, as his Eagle Scout project.  The cost will be $250, with Carl raising the money for the repairs.  He will be the leader overseeing this project and will offer the Routt students the opportunity for service hours.  Carl has a carpenter and a contractor to assist him, as volunteers.  Scott Maruna said that he will be willing to offer his suggestions to meet his specifications, as the drama director.  Linda Curtis made a motion to allow Carl to proceed, coordinating his efforts with Jamie Cosgriff, seconded by Mike Bartlett and the motion passed.   

Gale Thoroman distributed the proposed mission statement for review and two other mission statements from other schools.  Pat Kennedy reviewed the three mission statements with the board members.   Katie Hembrough made a motion to approve the proposed revised mission statement, seconded by Wendy Easton and the motion passed.  The handbook has already been sent for print, but the revised mission statement will be posted on the Routt website.

Linda Curtis gave an update on the Institute of School and Parish Development process.   She requested that all minutes be submitted and reviewed the process on how to submit the minutes on the Routt website.  She also reviewed the LRP, Implementation and Smart Goal forms.

Gale Thoroman distributed the current financial statement for the first eleven months of the 2009-2010 school years.


Jim Burke reported that the gym roof work will not begin until confirmation of the funds being distributed.  The kitchen drain work will begin this summer.  Routt will seek a percentage of re-imbursement from Our Saviour School, after consulting with Father Tom Meyer.   The plaques and trophy cases will be on hold for now.  The Gradebook program training will be held this summer.  The library carpet will be laid in July.   


Gale Thoroman reported that the enrollment is currently at 127 students.


Gale Thoroman presented the proposed 2010-2011 budget and there was discussion.  Pat Kennedy made a motion to approve the proposed 2010-2011 budget, seconded by Mike Bartlett and the motion passed.

Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to accept the 2010-11 schedule of Board meeting dates, Linda Curtis seconded and the motion passed.
 
Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to hire Shelly Luchessi for the new secretarial position, as recommended by Gale Thoroman.  The motion was seconded by Linda Curtis and the motion passed.
Routt Catholic High School will receive $3,900 from the Diocese for the Harvest of Thanks (tuition assistance).

The closing prayer was led by Linda Curtis.

The next Routt Board meeting will be held Monday, July 12, 2010.

Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to adjourn, seconded by Angie Grant and the motion passed.
