BOARD OF DIRECTORS MEETING

The Routt College Corporation Board of Directors meeting was held on Tuesday, March 16, 2010 at 7:00 p.m. in the Sister Stella Marie Library/Media Center.  Those present were:  Diane Seufert, Jamie Cosgriff, Katie Hembrough, Father Ken Venvertloh, Gale Thoroman, Dude Wildrick, Barbara Gross, Pat Kennedy, Kathy Langdon, Mike Hankins, Wendy Easton, Jeff Haley, Gail Eck and Angie Grant.  Also present was Jake Russell from the Jacksonville Journal Courier.

Jamie Cosgriff opened the meeting with a prayer.  


President Mike Hankins asked for a motion to approve the previous meeting minutes.    Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to approve the February 15, 2010 meeting minutes, Father Ken Venvertloh seconded and the motion passed.

Jamie Cosgriff, of the Enrollment Committee, sent out 440 postcards announcing the Routt Catholic Open House on March 18, 2010.  Diane Seufert reported that there has been an ad for the Open House on the radio stations.

The Capital Campaign has announced that 45% of the goal has been reached.   Father Ken Venvertloh said that there will be a presentation of the Capital Campaign at all of the Masses this weekend. 


Diane Seufert reported the phone a thon will begin soon and asked for volunteers on March 21st, March 23rd, March 25th, March 28th, March 29th, March 30th and March 31st.                                       


Gale Thoroman reported the Treasurer’s Report was e-mailed to the board members.  Gale pointed out that we are two thirds of the way through the year and under budget.   The Foundation has provided tuition assistance.

The Board of Directors would like to recognize the girls’ basketball team for their second place finish at the IHSA state class 1A basketball tournament and praise them for the exemplary conduct and sportsmanship which was shown throughout the season.    The Board of Directors would like to serve a cake to the school after lunch, in honor of the state finish.


Gale Thoroman reported that Amanda Fox is the senior sponsor.  The class is having a two day trip to Chicago.  World Travel has made the arrangements for the trip.


The senior retreat was held and the students had a great spiritual experience.  There was conversation on possibly holding a similar retreat while the students are sophomores or juniors.

Dude Wildrick presented the results of the EXPLORE EXAM.  Dude reported that there were 17 OSS students and 8 non-OSS students that took the exam.  The scores were above the national average.

Katie Hembrough made a presentation regarding the Institute of School and Parish Development (ISPD) Long Range Assessment of Routt Catholic High School.  The Tracy Family Foundation has retained the Institute of School and Parish Development for an additional 18 months for implementation of the Long Range Assessment.   Katie praised the generosity of the Tracy Family Foundation and their commitment to Catholic education.   The last Core Team Meeting will be held on Monday, March 22, 2010.  The Implementation Phase will then begin.   Gale Eck spoke of the importance of Implementation and asked for participation from the board.  

The financial report concerning girls’ state basketball tournament and girls’ regional basketball tournament is that we broke even after expenses.

Mike Hankins will form a committee to make a recommendation for the2010-2011 Executive  Board Committee and to advertise and nominate candidates for Board positions which will become vacant July 1, 2010.  Father Ken Venvertloh suggested that there should be advertising in the church bulletin.  


Gale Thoroman said that there has been some concern regarding the issue of building security and there was discussion.

The expense for the fan bus to the sectional girls’ basketball tournament was $90 and $100 for state tournament, after the donation from the Boosters and the fee of $6.00 per student.


Registration is underway for classes for 2010-2011 school years.  The new classes are filling up, except the Accounting class.

President Mike Hankins recognized Board member, Pat Kennedy, as the Grand Marshall of the St. Patrick’s Parade in Jacksonville.

The Routt – Triopia play at Green Pastures will be held Thursday, April 22 – 24, 2010.

Gail Eck made a motion to move into Executive Session, seconded by Angie Grant and the motion passed.  After returning from Executive Session, Jamie Cosgriff made a motion to adjourn the meeting, seconded by Kathy Langdon and the motion passed.  Jamie Cosgriff closed the meeting with a prayer.
