LADIES EDUCATION SOCIETY FACT SHEET
The Society was founded in 1833 in Jacksonville, IL., to “find promising girls who may be educated to become teachers and to collect funds for their tuition.”                            Now the oldest women’s organization in the United States, having met continually for 175 years, we still look for worthy girls and women who have genuine financial need, and help them obtain college educations.  Today, however, they may choose any field of study in an accredited four-year college or university.  While applicants must be solid students, honor grades are not required; need remains a primary criteria.  Students must, also, be residents of Morgan County in Illinois or the immediate surrounding area.
The application process includes: 
A letter to the Society secretary giving personal and family background; academic record and work experience; the school applicant hopes to attend; estimated cost per year, and plans for meeting that cost.  This letter should be received by March 30.
1. If the letter indicates an appropriate candidate, an application will be      forwarded.
2.  Finally, after evaluation of applications in relation to available funds, some personal interviews will be arranged.  Notification of grants awarded will be made early in May.
ADDENDA:  Since the Society expects to continue support for the remaining years of a woman’s college career, ONLY A FEW NEW SCHOLARSHIPS ARE AVAILABLE IN AN AVERAGE YEAR.  Counselors are urged to recommend NO MORE THAN TWO STUDENTS FROM ONE SCHOOL IN THE SAME YEAR.
THE ONLY SOURCE OF THESE SCHOLARSHIP FUNDS IS THE INCOME FROM AN ENDOWMENT.  GRANTS MAY, THEREFORE, VARY FROM YEAR TO YEAR.
